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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. On November 30, 2010, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (Tri-State) filed its Integrated Resource Plan/Electric Resource Plan.  

2. Consistent with the guidelines established in Docket No. 09I-041E we set a Commissioners’ Information Meeting (CIM) for January 18, 2011 at 2:00 p.m. 

B. Background

3. In Docket No. 09I-041E the Commission investigated the matter of whether to revise its resource planning rules, which require cooperative generation and transmission associations to file a report regarding its resource planning rather than a full application for approval, as is applicable to for-profit utilities.  This docket resulted in Tri-State filing a letter with the Commission outlining a procedure where we would maintain the current reporting requirement for cooperative generation and transmission associations, but Tri-State agreed to make several improvements to its resource planning procedures.  These improvements include Tri-State making a presentation to the Commission at an open meeting to explain its plan, with the expectation that the Commission will issue an order expressing its opinions about the plan.  Tri-State’s letter of December 8, 2009 includes the following paragraph:

After filing, Tri-State will appear before the Commission in an Open Meeting to fully explain the planning process and the Resource Plan. In order to preserve Tri-State’s positions regarding jurisdiction, this Open Meeting would not be a hearing and the Commission would not enter an order approving the Resource Plan.  However, in our view, the Commission’s current rules permit the Commission to solicit public comment, to request additional information, to ask follow-up questions and to express any opinions it may have with regard to the Resource Plan.

4. In Decision No. C10-0101 we approved these procedures

C. Discussion
5. Consistent with the procedures approved in Docket No. 09I-041E, Tri-State filed its resource plan on November 30, 2010.  

6. We will set a CIM for January 18, 2011 at 2:00 p.m. where Tri-State will present its plan.  In a further order we will set dates to receive comments on the plan.
