I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On December 3, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1576-Electric, Advice Letter No. 790-Gas, and Advice Letter No. 114-Steam.  By Decision Nos. C10-1376, C10-1378, and C10-1379, we suspended the tariffs.
2. Public Service stated that the purpose of these filings is to revise the rules and regulations in the Company’s P.U.C. No. 7-Electric, P.U.C. No. 6-Gas, and P.U.C. No. 1-Steam tariffs to incorporate new environmental matters sections.  Public Service requested that the tariff pages accompanying Advice Letter Nos. 1576-Electric, 790-Gas, and 114-Steam become effective on January 3, 2011.  Protests were received by Wal-Mart Stores and Sam’s West, Inc.; the City and County of Denver, City of Aurora, City of Boulder, City of Commerce City,  and the City of Westminster; and Intrawest/Winter Park Operations Corporation and Vail Resort Management Company.

3. Rule 42(a) of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure allow for consolidation of dockets when there is a common question of law or fact in the cases to be consolidated.  Further, Rule 1402 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulation 723-1, states “[t]he Commission may, upon its own initiative or upon the motion of a party, consolidate proceedings where the issues are substantially similar and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.”  Consolidation is within the Commission’s discretion.

4. On its own motion, the Commission finds Docket Nos. 10AL-908E, 10AL-910G, and 10AL-911ST present issues that are substantially similar.  The Commission further finds that consolidation of the matters that are the subjects of Docket Nos. 10AL-908E, 10AL-910G, and 10AL-911ST will eliminate the possibility of inconsistent determinations with respect to substantially similar issues.  No party will be prejudiced by consolidation.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. On the Commission’s own motion, Docket Nos. 10AL-908E, 10AL-910G, and 10AL-911ST are hereby consolidated, consistent with Rule 1402 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  Docket No. 10AL-908E is the primary Docket.

2. All Docket numbers and captions in the consolidated proceeding shall be listed on all future filings, as on this Order.  The primary Docket number stated in Ordering Paragraph No. 1 above and its caption shall appear first.

3. The filing requirements of Rule 1204 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, are modified as set forth in this Ordering Paragraph.  In this consolidated proceeding, parties shall file an original and the number of copies of all filings, including interventions, provided for in Commission rules under the primary Docket, Docket No. 10AL-908E.  No copies shall be filed in the additional Dockets to this consolidated proceeding.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
