I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 3, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1576-Electric (attached as Exhibit 1), Advice Letter No. 790-Gas (attached as Exhibit 2), and Advice Letter No. 114-Steam (attached as Exhibit 3).  By Decision Nos. C10-1376, C10-1378, and C10-1379, we suspended the tariffs.
2. These Dockets were consolidated in Decision No. C11-0032.
3. Public Service stated that the purpose of these filings is to revise the rules and regulations in the Company’s P.U.C. No. 7-Electric, P.U.C. No. 790-Gas, and P.U.C. No. 114-Steam tariffs to incorporate new environmental matters sections.  Public Service requested that the tariff pages accompanying Advice Letter Nos. 1576-Electric, 790-Gas, and 114-Steam become effective on January 3, 2011.  Protests were received by Wal-Mart Stores and Sam’s West, Inc.; the City and County of Denver, City of Aurora, City of Boulder, City of Commerce City, and the City of Westminster; and Intrawest/Winter Park Operations Corporation and Vail Resort Management Company.

4. The Commission now undertakes this clarification to further elaborate on the suspension ordered in Decision Nos. C10-1376, C10-1378, and C10-1379.
5. Under § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariff pages for hearing which will suspend their effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, through August 1, 2011.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, or May 3, 2011, the tariff pages filed by Public Service may become effective.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission before August 1, 2011, the tariff pages filed by Public Service may become effective.

B. Findings of Fact

6. Though the tariff pages were suspended by Decision Nos. C10-1376, C10-1378, and C10-1379, we now specify the hearing dates because rules and regulations contained in the tariff pages may be improper.

7. A pleading to intervene may be filed by any person, firm, or corporation desiring to be a party and fully participate in this proceeding, as ordered below.  The filing of any other document protesting the tariff pages shall not allow participation as an intervenor in this matter.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The suspension period concerning the tariff pages filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company), with Advice Letter Nos. 1576-Electric, 790-Gas, and 114-Steam, is 120 days through May 3, 2011, or until further order of the Commission.

2. The tariff pages filed by Public Service, with Advice Letter Nos. 1576-Electric, 790-Gas, and 114-Steam will be set for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge for the Commission as follows:

3. Any person, firm, or corporation, including any who have previously filed a document protesting the proposed tariff pages, who desire to intervene and participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a motion to intervene with the Commission within 14 days after the mailing date of this Order, and shall serve a copy of the motion on the Company’s attorney of record.  To the extent necessary, the Commission waives Rule 1401(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulation (CCR) 723-1.

4. Public Service shall file all exhibits and direct testimonies, and shall affect service in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, within 30 days of the effective date of this Order.  Except upon timely motion and for good cause shown, no other, different or additional exhibits, witnesses, or scope of witnesses' testimonies will be permitted to be offered by Public Service in support of its direct case.

5. Intervenors (including Commission Staff) shall file all exhibits and testimonies, and shall effect service in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, within 75 days of the effective date of this Order.  Except upon timely motion and for good cause shown, no other, different or additional exhibits, witnesses, or scope of witnesses' testimonies will be permitted to be offered by Intervenors (including Commission Staff) in support of its direct case.

6. All prehearing motions, of whatever nature, shall be filed on or before 20 days prior to the first day of hearing, and, except for good cause shown, no prehearing motion filed later will be considered.

7. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
