I. By the Commission

A. Statement

This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion to strike certain references in the response to exceptions filed by Blanca Ranch Holdings, LLC, and Trinchera Ranch Holdings, LLC (Trinchera Ranch), and request for shortened response time, filed on January 14, 2011 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).
