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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1.
This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion to take administrative notice and request for shortened response time filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) on January 11, 2011.  The OCC requests that the Commission shorten response time to the Motion to seven calendar days.  Pursuant to Rule 1400 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, the default response time is 14 days.

In its Motion, the OCC requests that the Commission take administrative notice of an order issued on December 30, 2010 by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC).  The OCC generally claims that the FCC order is relevant to the issues the Commission must decide in considering exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R10-1264 filed by the OCC and Staff of the Commission.  These exceptions are presently pending before the Commission.

In support of its request for shortened response time, the OCC argues that the exceptions are presently pending before the Commission and that the Motion concerns a limited procedural issue.  The OCC argues that Union Telephone Company will not be prejudiced by the shortened response time.

Being fully advised in the matter, we will set a shortened response time to the Motion.  Responses to the Motion shall be filed on or before 5:00 p.m. on January 24, 2011.
