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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On December 13, 2010, Colorado Coach Transportation, LLC (Colorado Coach), filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers in scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between all points in Black Hawk, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 20, 2010.

3. On December 23, 2010, MT Acquisitions LLC, doing business as Mountains Taxi (Mountains Taxi) filed a Notice of Intervention opposing the grant of this application.  Mountains Taxi may, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55768, provide taxi service between Black Hawk and Central City.

4. On January 4, 2011, Colorado Coach filed a Motion to Amend Applications and Amendment to the Applications (Motion).  In this Motion, Colorado Coach states

Intervenor, MT Acquisitions, LLC d/b/a Mountains Taxi (hereinafter referred to as “MT”) has advised the Applicant that if the applications are amended to exclude call and demand authority, MT will withdraw its Intervention in each case.

Applicant is willing to do so and asks that the applications be amended to exclude the portion seeking call and demand authority and that the Intervention in each case be deemed withdrawn, and that the applications be granted, as amended.

5. On January 4, 2011, Mountains Taxi filed a request to withdraw its intervention.  In this request Mountains Taxi states it 

has had a discussion with the counsel for the applicant, and agrees to withdraw the Intervention based on the applicant revising the request for authority and removing the request to offer Call and Demand Limousine service, and restricting the application to scheduled shuttle service only.

Upon the filing of the revised or amended request, as agreed, Mountains Taxi wishes to withdraw its’ Intervention.

6. Since the application as amended is now unopposed, the matter will be considered pursuant to the Commission’s modified procedure, § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1403.

7. As restrictively amended, Colorado Coach seeks common carrier authority to provide service as follows:  transportation of passengers in scheduled service between all points in Black Hawk, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.
8. The Commission finds that:  (A) the information submitted with this application warrants the granting of the requested common carrier authority; (B) the present or future public convenience and necessity requires, or will require, the transportation service as requested; (C) Colorado Coach is fit to perform the service as requested; and (D) the application for permanent authority is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on January 26, 2011, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The Motion to Amend Applications and Amendment to the Applications filed by Colorado Coach Transportation, LLC (Colorado Coach) is granted.
3. The request filed by MT Acquisitions LLC, doing business as Mountains Taxi to withdraw its intervention is granted.
4. Colorado Coach is granted, in part, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire with authority as set forth in the Appendix attached to this Order.  This Order is a CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY.

5. Colorado Coach shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

6. Colorado Coach shall not commence operation until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission per Rule 6007 (Financial Responsibility) of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable $5.00 vehicle identification fee required by Rule 6009 (Identification Fees) 4 CCR 723-6, or in lieu thereof, has paid the fee for such vehicles pursuant to Rule 6401 (Unified Carrier Registration Agreement) 4 CCR 723-6 for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed a tariff and advice letter with the Commission pursuant to Rule 6207 (Tariffs) of 4 CCR 723-6 and Rule 1210(c) (Advice letters) 4 CCR 723-1, with an effective date no less than ten days after the tariff filing is received by the Commission; (d) paid the $5.00 issuance fee required by § 40-10-109(1), C.R.S.; and (e) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance with the above named requirements and may begin service.

7. If Colorado Coach does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the authority to conduct operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.

8. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
9. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
