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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed by Ms. Valera Holtorf, on behalf of Valera Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express (Dashabout Shuttle), on January 19, 2011.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe this letter as an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. R10-1343 and grant the Application for RRR.

B. Findings

2. Dashabout Shuttle may, pursuant to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 14167, provide scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in northeast Colorado (Ft. Morgan, Sterling, Wray, and Yuma), on the one hand, and points in the Denver metro area, on the other hand.  Dashabout Shuttle may, pursuant to CPCN PUC No. 55790, provide call-and-demand limousine and taxi service between points in Morgan County, on the one hand, and five other counties in Northeast Colorado, on the other hand.

3.
On October 15, 2010, the Commission received a Form K cancellation notice from Dashabout Shuttle’s insurance provider, National Casualty Company.  The insurance cancellation became effective on November 29, 2010.  The Commission issued Dashabout Shuttle an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint and Notice of Hearing for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission on November 22, 2010.

4.
Following a hearing held on December 13, 2010, an Administrative Law Judge by Decision No. R10-1343, found that Dashabout Shuttle’s CPCN PUC No. 14167 and No. 55790 should be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  Recommended Decision No. R10-1343 was mailed on December 20, 2010 and became a decision of the Commission on January 10, 2011.

5.
In the letter filed on January 19, 2011, Ms. Holtorf states:
On November 29, 2010 National Causalty Insurance was cancelled and replaced by American Southern Insurance Co. effective November 29, 2010.  In late spring of 2010 Dashabout discovered National Casualty had not been filing proof of insurance to the US Department of Transportation or the Federal Highway Administration for several years.  This situation was resolved by insuring our vehicles with American Southern Insurance Policy No. BA723302 effective November 29, 2010.  At no time were any of Dashabout’s vehicles without the necessary liability insurance coverage.

Research Underwriters of Vail, Colorado, agent for American Southern, advised that all filings, including the Federal filing had been sent to all Regulatory Commissions, all Airports and Contract Agents in a timely manner. It is not certain how Research Underwriters/American Southern accomplished the filings but assurance that the Form E had been filed was communicated to Dashabout several times relieving pressure concerning the deadline to forestall revocation.

Ms. Robin Friedberg, an employee of Research Underwriters Financial Associates, Inc., of Vail, Colorado, filed a letter on January 28, 2011.  In her letter Ms. Friedberg states:
Valera Lea Holtorf dba Dashabout Shuttle Co &/or Roadrunner Express has had coverage in place since 11-29-10 with American Southern Insurance Co.  The company made several attempts to file the form E but it was unable to go through due to the file being inactive.  We have enclosed a copy of the form E.

A copy of the appropriate proof of insurance, the Form E, was included with Ms. Friedberg’s letter.  The insurance document does show it was issued by American Southern Insurance, Company for Dashabout Shuttle.  The effective date of the Form E is November 29, 2010.  
C. Conclusions

8.
The Commission will construe the letter filed on January 19, 2011, as an application for RRR to Decision No. R10-1343 and will grant the Application for RRR.  We note that the RRR is timely since Decision No. R10-1343 became a decision of the Commission on January 10, 2011.  We also find that good cause exists to grant the Application for RRR and reinstate CPCN PUC No. 14167 and No. 55790.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Valera Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express (Dashabout Shuttle), on January 19, 2011, is construed as an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. R10-1343.

2. The Application for RRR filed by Dashabout Shuttle to Decision No. R10-1343 is granted and Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 14167 and No. 55790 are reinstated.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
