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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter now comes before the Commission for consideration for the motion for extension of time (Motion) filed on January 25, 2011, by K2 Taxi LLC (K2 Taxi) as well as a response to the Motion filed on February 3, 2011 by Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi).  
2. Being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we deny both the Motion for extension of time and the response thereto as moot.

B. Discussion
3. K2 Taxi filed an application for permanent authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service on April 9, 2009.  K2 Taxi applied for authority to operate between all points in Mesa County, Colorado and from all points within Mesa County to any point in the State of Colorado for the passengers picked up in Mesa County, Colorado.  The sole intervenor in this docket is Sunshine Taxi, the incumbent taxi company in the relevant service area.  

4. The Commission referred this matter to Administrative Law Judge Paul C. Gomez (ALJ) on May 20, 2009. 

5. The ALJ issued Recommended Decision No. R10-1225 (Recommended Decision) on November 12, 2010, granting the portion of the application to provide taxi services within Mesa County.  

6. Sunshine Taxi filed exceptions to the Recommended Decision, urging reversal on both the fitness and the public need grounds.  K2 Taxi filed a response to the exceptions, urging the Commission to affirm the Recommended Decision.  The Commission denied Sunshine Taxi’s exceptions by Decision No. C11-0081 issued February 8, 2011. In Decision No. C11-0081, the Commission also granted K2 Taxi 60 days from the effective date of the decision to comply with the requirements set forth in Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of Recommended Decision No. R10-1225.
7. In its Motion, K2 Taxi requested additional time to meet the compliance requirements listed in Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Recommended Decision.  Because we granted K2 Taxi 60 days from the mailing date of Decision No. C11-0081 to comply with the requirements set forth in Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Recommended Decision, we deny the Motion as well as the response thereto as moot. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion for extension of time filed on January 25, 2011, by K2 Taxi LLC is denied as moot.
