I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. At the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting on March 17, 2011, the Commission authorized the opening of a repository docket for tracking Regional Transportation District (RTD) accident and hazard investigations, and audit reports during the three year Commission Safety and Security Review period of RTD outlined in Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7-7350.
