I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Unopposed  Motion for an Additional Four days to File Exceptions for All Parties filed on March 9, 2011 (Motion), by MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi).

2. Metro Taxi states that it has not received service of Recommended Decision No. R11-0234 (Recommended Decision) via email or U.S. Mail on its mailed date, March 4, 2011, and only learned of this decision via the press on March 8, 2011, four days later.

3. Metro Taxi further states that the Recommended Decision is 84 pages long and that the hearing in this docket lasted approximately two weeks.  Metro Taxi argues that additional time is necessary to prepare exceptions in this matter.  

4. Now, being fully advised in this matter, we find good cause to grant the Motion and waive response time thereto, as the motion is unopposed.  The deadline for the parties to file exceptions to the Recommended Decision will be March 28, 2011.
