I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. Pursuant to Decision No. C11-0293, mailed March 18, 2011, the current deadline for filing exceptions to Decision No. R11-0175 is March 30, 2011.  The current deadline for filing responses to any exceptions is April 20, 2011.

2. On March 25, 2010, Liberty Bell Telecom, LLC (Liberty Bell), a respondent in this matter, filed an Emergency Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  Liberty Bell seeks an extension from the March 30, 2011 deadline because its counsel has had to withdraw from further representation of Liberty Bell due to a conflict of interest arising as a result of Liberty Bell’s recent acquisition by Dish Network.  Liberty Bell seeks an extension of 30 days so that Liberty Bell can obtain substitute counsel.

3. On March 28, 2011, Qwest Communications Company, LLC (QCC) filed its response to the Motion.  QCC contends that if any further extension is granted that the extension be applicable to all parties.  QCC further contends that the circumstances necessitating the withdrawal of Liberty Bell’s counsel should warrant no more than a seven-day extension of time.

4. The Commission agrees with Liberty Bell that the Motion must be dealt with promptly, and, therefore, the Commission waives any remaining response time on its own motion.

5. Turning to the merits, the Commission finds that a further extension of time is warranted as a result of Liberty Bell’s need to obtain substitute counsel at this critical stage of this proceeding.  However, the Commission finds that a 30-day extension is not supported by the general statements set forth in Liberty Bell’s Motion.

6. The Commission concludes that good cause exists to grant Liberty Bell’s Motion in part.  The Commission will establish April 14, 2011 as the new deadline for the filing of exceptions to Decision No. R11-0175.  This deadline applies to all parties.

7. As a result of resetting the deadline for the filing of exceptions, the deadline for filing responses to exceptions must also be reset.  Based on the time period for the preparation of responses to exceptions set forth in Decision No. C11-0293, the Commission will establish May 5, 2011 as the new deadline for the filing of responses to the exceptions to Decision No. R11-0175.  This deadline also applies to all parties.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The remaining response time to the Emergency Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Decision No. R11-0175 filed by Liberty Bell Telecom, LLC is waived on our own motion.

2. The Emergency Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Decision No. R11-0175 filed by Liberty Bell Telecom, LLC on March 25, 2011 is granted, in part.

3. The deadline for the submission of exceptions to Decision No. R11-0175 is reset to April 14, 2011, and the deadline for the submission of responses to those exceptions is reset to May 5, 2011.  These deadlines apply to all parties

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
