I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter now comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Intervene, filed by the San Luis Valley Rural Electric Cooperative (Cooperative) on March 21, 2011.  On April 4, 2011, Blanca Ranch Holdings, LLC and Trinchera Ranch Holdings, LLC (collectively, Trinchera Ranch) filed a response to the Motion to Intervene.  Being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Motion to Intervene.

2. In its Motion to Intervene, the Cooperative points to the notice of challenge to the claim of confidentiality, filed by Trinchera Ranch on March 11, 2011.  By that notice, Trinchera Ranch challenges the confidentiality of the Cooperative’s 2008 load forecast.  This document is not an exhibit in the record.  Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. previously provided the 2008 load forecast to Trinchera Ranch in response to a discovery request as a confidential document.  
3. The Cooperative states that the 2008 load forecast contains its confidential and proprietary information.  It seeks to intervene in this proceeding only for the limited purpose of challenging the notice filed by Trinchera Ranch and protecting the 2008 load forecast from being publicly disclosed.  It does not otherwise seek to participate in this proceeding.  

4. In its response to the Motion to Intervene, Trinchera Ranch states that it does not object to the intervention.  No other parties filed a response to the Motion to Intervene.

5. We find good cause to grant the Motion to Intervene.  The Cooperative will be a party in this proceeding only for the limited purpose stated in its intervention. 

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Intervene, filed by the San Luis Valley Rural Electric Cooperative on March 21, 2011 is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
