I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. By Decision No. C11-0337, mailed March 30, 2011, the Commission extended the deadline for the filing of exceptions to Decision No. R11-0175 to April 14, 2011.  This extension was applicable to all parties.

2. On March 30, 2011, Eschelon Telecom, Inc. (Eschelon) filed the following papers on behalf of Integra Telecom, Inc. (Integra):  (1) Eschelon Telecom’s Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0175 (Confidential and Non-confidential Versions); (2) Eschelon Telecom’s Motion to Reopen the Record (Confidential and Non-confidential Versions); and (3) Affidavit of Jeaneen Linn (Confidential and Non-confidential Versions).

3. At the time of its filing, Integra was unaware that the pertinent deadline had been extended from March 30, 2011 to April 14, 2011 by Decision No. C11-0337.

4. On April 5, 2011, Integra filed a motion for withdrawal of filings.  By its motion, Integra seeks to withdraw the aforementioned filings it made on March 30, 2011 so that it may revise these papers and re-file them on the new deadline of April 14, 2011.

5. On April 12, 2011, Qwest Communications Company, LLC (QCC) filed a response.  QCC states no objection to the motion.  However, QCC also states a reservation of rights to respond to Eschelon’s package of March 30, 2011 filings in the event Integra’s motion for withdrawal is denied.

6. We find good cause to grant Integra’s motion for withdrawal, and, therefore, QCC’s reservation of rights is moot.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Withdrawal of Filings filed by Integra Telecom, Inc. on April 5, 2011 is granted.

2. The following March 30, 2011 filings by Eschelon Telecom, Inc. are withdrawn:

a) Eschelon Telecom’s Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0175 (Confidential and Non-confidential Versions);

b) Eschelon Telecom’s Motion to Reopen the Record (Confidential and Non-confidential Versions); and

c) Affidavit of Jeaneen Linn (Confidential and Non-confidential Versions)

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
