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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of an Application for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and for Waiver of Response Time (Application) filed on April 6, 2011 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  Public Service seeks an alternative form of notice pursuant to § 40‑3‑104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., for its Advice Letter No. 799-Gas, which would amend the Permanent Service section of the Service Lateral Extension and Distribution Mail Extension Policy to add language to remove the requirement for advance payment of estimated costs for distribution facilities in excess of the Construction Allowance in situations where the applicant is deemed by the utility to be a governmental entity.

B. Findings

2. Public Service specifically proposes the following form of notice: (1) filing the change with the Commission and keeping open for public inspection the filing; (2) publishing a legal notice in the legal classified section of The Denver Post.

3. In support of its Application, Public Service states the proposed tariff change has limited applicability and will not affect the rates of any customer.  Public Service states providing the forms of notice otherwise required by § 40-3-104(1)(c), C.R.S., would be unduly costly or cause unnecessary delay.

4. Public Service also requests that the response time to this Application be waived.

C. Conclusions
5. The Application contains the information required by the applicable Commission Rules and is therefore deemed complete.

6. We find good cause exists to grant the Application and waive response time.  We find the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is generally reasonable with respect to stakeholders and the general public.

7. We will discuss the merits of Advice Letter No. 1587-Electric at a future date.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Application of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) for an Alternative Form of Notice and for Waiver of Response Time (Application) is deemed complete.

2. The Application is granted.  

3. The notice proposed by Public Service shall be published in The Denver Post, as discussed above.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
