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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for a One Day Variance and Request that the Commission Accept the Filing of its 2011 Rule 3206 Report and Attachments (Motion) filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills) on May 3, 2011.

2. Rule 3206(c) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3, requires each Colorado electric utility to file with the Commission, no later than April 30 of each year, information on its proposed new construction or extensions of transmission facilities for the next three calendar years.  Since April 30, 2011, fell on Saturday, the deadline was continued to Monday, May 2, 2011.  
3. By Decision No. C11-0393, issued on April 8, 2011, the Commission opened this Docket to track such transmission facilities filings made pursuant to Rule 3206.

4. Black Hills explains in its Motion that it experienced difficulties on May 2, 2011 when finalizing all of the documents required under Rule 3206.  Black Hills claims that no harm or prejudice will result to customers, the Commission, or Commission Staff as a result of a one‑day delay.  

5. Shortly after filing the Motion on May 3, 2011, Black Hills submitted in this Docket its 2011 Rule 3206 Report with supporting documents.

6. Black Hills therefore requests that the Commission grant a one-day variance from the filing deadline in Rule 3206(d), 4 CCR 723-3, and accept the filing of its 2011 Rule 3206 Report and supporting attachments.

7. We find good cause to grant the Motion and will accept the filings submitted by Black Hills on May 3, 2011.  Because the transmission facilities are to be listed and noticed to the public under Rule 3206(f) to allow 15 days for comments, we further waive response time to the Motion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for a One Day Variance and Request  that the Commission Accept the Filing of its 2011 Rule 3206 Report and Attachments filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP on May 3, 2011, is granted.
2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
