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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On April 21, 2011, Teller Country Cab LLC (Applicant), filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.   
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on April 25, 2011.

3. RDSM Transportation LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs, filed an intervention opposing the grant of this application on April 27, 2011.
4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when “there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need.”

5. The Applicant must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  

B. Findings of Fact

6. The support filed on behalf of this application consists of two letters of support; one from the Teller County Department of Social Services; and one from a Farmers Insurance Provider in Woodland Park (Teller County).  The letter from Pam Elliot, Teller County Department of Social Services, states, 
Being a rural community, medicaid pays transportation costs for medicaid clients that are in need of assistance to travel to Medicaid approved providers (i.e.: Dr.’s appointments, cancer treatments, dialysis). At present, with the loss of Teller County Cab, there are no other providers contracted with the State for these services in our county. We have a strong need for these services, as Teller County Cab was the only means of transportation for many of our clients. 

7. The Applicant’s proposed authority contains locations in Teller, El Paso, and Douglas Counties.  The Applicant, along with the authors of these letters, consistently express urgency and need in the request for this transportation service in Teller County.  However, there is limited support demonstrating a significant need for the call-and-demand service that is requested in El Paso and Douglas Counties.
C. Conclusions
8. The Applicant has shown that an immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services exists in Teller County, and there is no other carrier capable of providing the service in Teller County.

9. The Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

10. This application for temporary authority to operate within Teller County is in the public interest.  The Commission will therefore grant the application in part, as it relates to the proposed Teller County service territory.  However, the Commission finds insufficient evidence to support the application for temporary authority within Douglas and El Paso Counties.

11. The Applicant is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Teller Country Cab LLC’s application for termporary authority is granted, in part, consistent with the discussion above.  Teller Country Cab LLC is granted temporary authority in part to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire in Teller County for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.

2. Teller Country Cab LLC shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

3. Teller Country Cab LLC shall not commence operation until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance (Form E) or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee ($5.00) for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed a tariff (in a new Advice Letter proceeding), in compliance with applicable Commission rules, with an effective date on not less than ten days after filing (see Commission website: http://www.dora.state.co.us/puc/trans/TransFilingTariff.htm); and (d) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
4. If Teller Country Cab LLC does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
