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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Amend Commission Order Granting Application (Motion) filed by the City of Fort Collins (Fort Collins) on March 31, 2011, requesting to alter its Exhibit B to its Application.  The original Motion was not served on all parties and was reserved on April 22, 2011.  No responses to the Amended Application were filed.

2. The Commission approved Fort Collins’ Application by Decision No. C02-0674, mailed June 17, 2002, and authorized and directed Fort Collins and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) to make the requested upgrades to the crossing consistent with the Exhibits in the original Application.

3. Fort Collins states that the crossing surface material was not installed by UPRR as shown on Exhibit B.  Fort Collins proposes to amend its application to change the proposed sidewalk widths from the original ten feet to nine feet wide and moving the setback location a few feet away from the right-of-way edge instead of extending up to the right-of-way line as shown in Exhibit C attached to the Motion.  Fort Collins requests the Commission alter Decision No. C02-0674 to reflect these changes.

4. We have reviewed the proposed changes and do not see any safety concerns with the proposed changes.

5. Now being duly advised in the matter, we find good cause has been stated and will grant the Motion allowing for the new sidewalk width and location as shown in Exhibit C attached to the Motion.

6. We remind Fort Collins of its obligation to inform the Commission in writing that the crossing work is complete within ten days after completion.  We will initially require this filing by September 15, 2011, approximately 120 days from the mailed date of this Order.  However, we understand that this letter may be provided earlier or later based on changes in the construction schedule.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Amend Commission Order Granting Application filed by the City of Fort Collins is granted.

2. The City of Fort Collins is required to inform the Commission in writing that the crossing widening and signal operations are complete within ten days after completion by September 15, 2011.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
