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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for an extension of time filed jointly by the Cities of Arvada, Aurora, Boulder, Centennial, Golden, Greeley, Greenwood Village, Lakewood, Littleton, Thornton, Westminster, Wheat Ridge, and Towns of Breckenridge, Frisco, Superior, and the City and County of Broomfield and the City and County of Denver, (all collectively referred to as Local Governments); and Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on May 12, 2011, to file a status report that is required as a result of the Order addressing an Application for Rehearing, Reargument and Reconsideration in Docket No. 09AL-299E. 
2. This status report required the Local Governments and Public Service to file by May 19, 2011, a report detailing results of negotiations between these parties over street light rates.  Specifically, the parties were to discussing the development of a non-metered, energy-only rate where the municipality owns, operates, and maintains the streetlight while allowing Public Service to monitor the street light to ensure it has accurate billing data and to guard against unauthorized energy use.
3. Public Service and the Local Governments are requesting an extension of time to file its status report on the discussions, from a planned date of May 19, 2011 to July 15, 2011.  This delay will allow the parties to complete more thorough discussions. In the request, Public Service and the Local Governments stated that no party would be prejudiced in the granting of this request.
4. Now being duly advised in the matter, we find good cause has been stated and grant the request.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The request for extension of time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) and the Local Governments on May 12, 2011 is granted.  The time to file the status report on the negotiations and discussions on the development of a non-metered, energy‑only rate where the municipality owns, operates, and maintains the streetlight while allowing Public Service to monitor the street light to ensure it has accurate billing data and to guard against unauthorized energy use that was originally due on May 19, 2011 is extended to July 15, 2011.
