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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1.
This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for extension of time to file exceptions and request for waiver of response time, filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab), and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle) on May 13, 2011.  Being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion.

Colorado Cab and SuperShuttle request a one week extension of time in which to file exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0460 (Recommended Decision), through and including May 26, 2011.  Colorado Cab and SuperShuttle propose this extension be applicable to all parties. The movants cite to the availability of hearing transcripts as a reason for the requested extension.

Colorado Cab and SuperShuttle represent that MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, another intervenor in this docket, supports the relief requested.  The movants represent that they advised the applicant, Denver Drive, LLC (Denver Drive), that they would be filing the Motion, but have not been advised of Denver Drive’s position with respect to the Motion.  Colorado Cab and SuperShuttle argue the one week extension will not prejudice any party in this docket.

We agree the one week extension will not prejudice any party in this docket.  We find good cause to grant the Motion and waive response time thereto.  

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion requesting extension of time to file exceptions and request for waiver of response time, filed on May 13, 2011 by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., is granted and response time thereto is waived.  

2. Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0460 shall be filed on or before May 26, 2011.  Responses to exceptions shall be filed on or before June 9, 2011.
