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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. In 1990, the Colorado Legislature established the Colorado Low-Income Telephone Assistance Program (Fund or LITAP), also called Lifeline.  See § 40-3.4-101, C.R.S., et seq.  In 1991, the Commission adopted Rules Prescribing the Procedures for Administering the Low-Income Telephone Assistance Fund.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723‑2‑2800, et seq.  Rules 4 CCR 723-2-2804 and 2805 provide for the reimbursement to basic local exchange telecommunications providers from the Fund, as well as for the remittance of any excess collections by providers to the Fund.

2. The Commission has established the Fund in conjunction with the Colorado State Treasurer and acts in the capacity of Administrator of the Fund. All future payments will come from the LITAP fund and be supported by the LITAP surcharge which is currently 3 cents per access line.

3. We find that the following telecommunications providers have submitted the number of eligible subscribers who received low-income telephone assistance and its administration cost of the program on the proper Commission form for reimbursement for the provision of low-income telephone assistance in the amounts as stated for the period January 1, 2010 through December 31, 2010:

II. ORDER

1. Pursuant to § 40-3.4-108(1), C.R.S., and Rules 2804 and 2805 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, the providers listed in paragraph 3 above shall receive reimbursements from the Colorado Low-Income Telephone Assistance Program, totaling $253,579.94 for the period January 1, 2010 through December 31, 2010.  

2. The Commission may enter subsequent orders should the amounts in this Order change.

3. The 20-day time period provided for by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day after the effective date of this Order.
