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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed by Mr. Nouredinne Louraoui, on behalf of MEYLO, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle and/or Blue Sky Shuttle (Big Sky), on May 13, 2011.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe this letter as an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. R11-0396 and deny the application for RRR.

B. Findings

2. Big Sky may, pursuant to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55725, provide scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in the southeast Denver metro area, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

3. On February 11, 2011, the Commission received a Form K cancellation notice from Big Sky’s insurance company, Zurich American Insurance Provider.  The insurance cancellation became effective on April 11, 2011.  The Commission issued Big Sky an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint and Notice of Hearing for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission on March 25, 2011.

4. Following a hearing held on April 11, 2011, an Administrative Law Judge by Decision No. R11-0396, found that Big Sky’s CPCN PUC No. 55725 should be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  Recommended Decision No. R11-0396 was mailed on April 12, 2011 and became a decision of the Commission on May 2, 2011.

5. In the letter filed on May 13, 2011, Mr. Loraoui states:
Please set aside R11-0396 the decision that revoked my PUC filing.  My insurance has been in place but an oversight with the insurance company has created this issue.  Once the extension has been granted my insurance company is ready to to complete the proof of insurance filing.  Please grant me 20 days extension to file [sic] insurance.

6. Mr. Loraoui did not include any specific information in his letter to verify the appropriate liability insurance has been acquired by Big Sky or identify the date the insurance became effective.  The initial communication from the Commission to Big Sky regarding the cancellation of its liability insurance was mailed on March 25, 2011.  A response from Mr. Loraoui regarding the cancellation was not received by the Commission until May 13, 2011.  CPCN PUC No. 55725 was revoked as of May 2, 2011.

C. Conclusions

7. The Commission will construe the letter filed on May 13, 2011, as an application for RRR to Decision No. R11-0396.  However, we find that good cause has not been shown to grant the RRR.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Mr. Nouredinne Louraoui, on behalf of MEYLO, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle and/or Blue Sky Shuttle (Big Sky) on May 13, 2011, is construed as an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. R11-0396.

2. The RRR filed by Big Sky to Decision No. R11-0396 is denied.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
