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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the  Motion to Extend Time to Comply with February 8, 2011 Order Decision No. R11-0144 Approving Transfer (Motion) filed on April 29, 2011, by Estes Park Taxi, Inc.

2. In this Motion, Estes Park Taxi, Inc. requests that the Commission grant an extension of time until May 29, 2011, to comply with the terms of Decision No. R11-0144.

3. On June 4, 2010, Stanley Brothers Taxi Company (Stanley Brothers), filed an application for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55721 to Sirak Tewoldemedhin, doing business as Stanley Brothers Taxi Company.

4. Stanley Brothers, under CPCN PUC No. 55721, may provide taxi service between all points within an 18-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highways 34 and 36 in Estes Park, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.
5. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on June 7, 2010.

6. Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC (Peak to Peak) filed its Intervention and Entry of Appearance of Right in this matter on June 11, 2010.

7. Peak to Peak owns and operates Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55754, which authorizes it to provide taxi service between all points within a 13-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway Nos. 34 and 36 in Estes Park, Colorado, and from said points on the one hand, to all points within a 75-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway Nos. 34 and 36 in Estes Park, Colorado.

8. On August 31, 2010, Peak to Peak filed a Formal Complaint against Stanley Brothers seeking revocation of Stanley Brothers’ CPCN PUC No. 55721 alleging that such authority has been abandoned.  The Formal Complaint was assigned Docket No. 10F-595CP.

9. On September 8, 2010, Peak To Peak filed a Motion to Consolidate Proceedings.

10. An Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), by Interim Order No. R10-1057-I issued September 28, 2010, granted Peak to Peak’s Motion to Consolidate Proceedings.  As a result, Docket No. 10A-375CP-Transfer was consolidated with Formal Complaint Docket No. 10F‑595CP.

11. On February 8, 2011, the ALJ in Decision No. R11-0144, dismissed the Formal Complaint of Peak-to-Peak filed against Stanley Brothers and granted the application of Stanley Brothers for authority to transfer CPCN PUC No. 55721 to Mr. Sirak Tewoldemedhin.

12. Decision No. R11-0144 set forth certain requirements to be completed prior to the commencement of operations by the transferee.

13. Ordering Paragraph No. 3 required Estes Park Taxi, Inc. to file an adoption notice in a form available from the Commission, whereby the tariff of the transferor shall become those of the transferee until changed in accordance with Commission Rules.

14. The requirements named in Ordering Paragraph No. 4 were 

a.)
Transferee, Estes Park Taxi, Inc. shall file with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission Rules.

b.)
Transferee, Estes Park Taxi, Inc. shall pay the issuance fee and annual motor vehicle identification fee.

c.)
Transferor, Mr. James Chappell and Transferee, Estes Park Taxi, Inc. shall file an acceptance of transfer form to be provided by the Commission.  The form shall be signed by both parties, indicating acceptance of the terms and conditions of this Order authorizing the transfer.  The acceptance of transfer form shall contain a statement indicating that the transferee has complied with all provisions of the agreement of sale, lease, or other transfer.  

d.)
Transferee, Estes Park Taxi, Inc. shall not begin operations until after the Commission has advised the Transferee that it is in compliance with all requirements and is authorized to begin operations.  

15. Stanley Brothers and Estes Park Taxi, Inc. presumed the Commission’s typical 60‑day deadline would be required to complete the above named terms.  The Decision became effective on February 28, 2011.  The typical 60-day deadline would have run on April 29, 2011.

16. A review of Commission records on May 24, 2011, shows all the terms of Ordering Paragraphs No. 3 and No. 4 of Decision No. R11-0144 have now been completed.

17. Therefore, the Commission finds that Estes Park Taxi, Inc. has shown good cause to extend the time for compliance with Decision No. R11-0144.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Extend Time to Comply With February 8, 2011 Order Decision No. R11-0144 Approving Transfer filed on April 29, 2011, by Estes Park Taxi, Inc. is granted.
2. Estes Park Taxi, Inc, is granted an extension of time through May 29, 2011, to complete the terms of Decision No. R11-0144.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

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� The ALJ in Decision No. R11-0144-E issued on February 15, 2011, stated “The body of this Decision shows Sirak Tewoldemedhin as the Transferee in this proceeding in several places.  That is incorrect.  The Transferee in this matter is Estes Park Taxi, Inc.  Replace Sirak Twoldemedhin with Estes Park Taxi, Inc.”
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
