1. Correct Decision No. C11-0590 by replacing both occurrences of “December 23, 2011” in ¶ I.A.12. with “December 25, 2011”, as the expiration date of the 210-day suspension period of the proposed tariff pages.  
2. This correction is made to accord with the statutory provision that the expiration date of the suspension period of advice letters is not required to be a business day.  Decision No. C11‑0590 originally showed the date of expiration of the 210 days suspension period recalculated to the closest business day. 

3. Decision No. C11-0590 is corrected in ¶ I.A.12., to read:  

12.
Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1)(b), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariff pages for hearing which will suspend their effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date.  Section 40-6-111(1)(b), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, through December 25, 2011.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, or September 26, 2011, the tariff pages filed by Black Hills may become effective.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission before December 25, 2011, the tariff pages filed by Black Hills may become effective.

(Emphasis added.)

4. The expiration date for the 120-day suspension period was correct in the original Decision No. C11-0590 and not affected by this errata notice.
