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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by the City of Fort Lupton (Fort Lupton) and Suncor Energy (U.S.A.) Pipeline Company (Suncor) on May 12, 2011, seeking Commission approval of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation) attached to the Motion.

2. The Commission granted the application filed by Fort Lupton requesting authority to construct sidewalks across the tracks of the Union Pacific Railroad Company at 1st Street by Decision No. C11-0360, mailed April 6, 2011.

3. Fort Lupton and Suncor state that they are presenting for the Commission’s consideration and approval a Stipulation that represents the negotiations that resolves all of the issues which have been or could have been raised in this proceeding with respect to Suncor’s interests in how Fort Lupton will perform its activities as a result of the Commission’s approval of the plans set forth in the original application.

4. From our review of the Stipulation, it does not appear that the Stipulation contradicts or will interfere with Decision No. C11-0360 in this matter.  Based on our review, we will grant the Motion to approve the Stipulation.

5. The Motion requested a waiver of response time in this matter.  As of the date of the Commission Weekly Meeting, full response time has run, and no comments were filed.  We will deny the request for a waiver of response time as moot.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Motion for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by the City of Fort Lupton and Suncor Energy (U.S.A.) Pipeline Company on May 12, 2011, seeking Commission approval of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement attached to the Motion is granted.

2. The request for waiver of response time is denied as moot.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further orders as necessary.
