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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1.
This matter now comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for extension of time to file motion for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR), filed on May 20, 2011 by LogistiCare Solutions, LLC (LogistiCare).  Being fully advised in the matter, we deny the Motion.

2.
On April 26, 2011, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxi Fiesta (Metro Taxi), filed an application for an authority to publish increased fares to Passenger Tariff, PUC No. 2 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice. Metro Taxi proposed to increase its flag drop charge. Metro Taxi proposed to add a fuel surcharge of $ .30 to the flag drop charge for each trip. The additional charge of $ .30 would increase the flag drop charge for each taxi trip from $2.60 to $2.90.  The flag drop is the charge for the first 1/9 of a mile the passenger travels in the taxi.  Metro Taxi proposed the $ .30 additional charge remain in effect for a period of 120 days.  Metro Taxi cited an increase in gas prices as a reason for seeking the fuel surcharge.  

3.
By Decision No. C11-0457, mailed April 29, 2011, the Commission found good cause to grant the application on less-than-statutory notice.  


4.
LogistiCare filed a Motion dated May 19, 2011, seeking an extension of time to file RRR to Decision No. C11-0457.  In support of this request, LogistiCare states it was not a party to the docket before the Commission entered its decision, but believes the increase in flag drop charge granted by the Commission is not commensurate with the actual cost of fuel increases.  LogistiCare states it learned of this docket just recently and did not have an adequate opportunity to prepare a motion for RRR.  


B.
Discussion

5.
Section 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., states: 

After a decision has been made by the commission or after a decision recommended by an individual commissioner or administrative law judge has become the decision of the commission, as provided in this article, any party thereto may within twenty days thereafter, or within such additional time as the commission may authorize upon request made within such period, make application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration of the same or of any matter determined therein. […] (Emphasis added).

Only a party in a Commission docket may file an application for RRR to a Commission decision pursuant to § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S.  LogistiCare is not a party to this docket (and it has not filed a motion to intervene out of time).  


6.
In addition, a request for an extension of time to file RRR must be made within the same time frame as RRR are normally filed, or 20 days.  Decision No. C11-0457 was mailed on April 29, 2011; therefore, RRRs or requests for extension of time to file RRR were due on or before May 19, 2011. LogistiCare filed its Motion on May 19, 2011 after 5:00 p.m., and thus it was deemed filed as of 8:00 a.m. on May 20, 2011, pursuant to Rule 1204(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

7.
For the reasons stated above, we deny the Motion.
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1.
The Motion for extension of time to file motion for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, filed on May 20, 2011 by LogistiCare Solutions, LLC, is denied, consistent with the discussion above.
