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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for the consideration of a Motion filed by Staff of the Commission (Staff) to modify the briefing schedule established by Decision No. C11-0511, mailed May 12, 2011.

2. On April 25, 2011, the Parties filed a second status report regarding the negotiations process for the redesign of the Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP).  The Parties indicated that no progress had been made on the redesign.  Rather, the Parties were in disagreement as to the implications of the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) transfer of control decision on the redesign of the CPAP.  The Parties agreed that this needs to be treated as a threshold issue for resolution before the redesign can take place.  The FCC decision was attached to the second status report.  The parties requested that we set a briefing schedule on this issue and require initial briefs to be filed on May 16, 2011 and reply briefs on June 1, 2011.  

3. By Decision No. C11-0511, we granted the request but allowed more time for the filing of briefs.  Initial briefs were due May 27, 2011 and reply briefs were due June 10, 2011.  

4. Staff, in this instant Motion, requests a delay in the deadline for briefs due to the risk of exceeding the Commission’s legal services budget for the fiscal year that ends June 30, 2011.  Internally, Staff has been asked to identify any cases which can be deferred until after July 1, 2011. 

5. Staff states that it has conferred with the other Parties regarding this motion and that no party has stated any opposition.  In particular, Qwest Corporation/CenturyLink does not oppose the motion but would like to see the briefing schedule proceed as early as possible. 

6. We grant the Staff Motion and change the filing dates for the briefs as follows:
