Statement
This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) filed by the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) on April 12, 2011, requesting authority to abolish the existing at-grade crossing of Columbine Street between East 43rd Avenue and East 40th Avenue by closure of the roadway at railroad milepost 637.50 on the Limon Subdivision, National Inventory Crossing ID No. 804624N, in the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado.  
Notice of the Application was provided by the Commission to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 27, 2011.
On May 5, 2011, UPRR filed an Affidavit of Posting of Notice of Closure of Crossing (Affidavit) and exhibits.  The Affidavit states that notice of the proposed crossing closure was posted at the crossing on April 27, 2011, and photos of the posted sign were provided.  Notice of a proposed crossing closure is required to be posted at the crossing pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7-7208(c).
On May 12, 2011, the Regional Transportation District (RTD) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention as of Right.  RTD does not oppose or context the Application, but indicated that it will participate in any action to protect its interests.
On May 25, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed a Motion to Intervene by Permission.  PSCo has gas and electric facilities in the portion of the right-of-way that will be affected by the changes proposed in the Application and will therefore by substantially affected by the decision of the Commission in this docket. 
On May 26, 2011, the City and County of Denver (Denver) filed a Motion to Intervene.  Denver opposes the Application because it does not appear to address access issues including egress and turn around radiuses necessary for emergency vehicles to access the area.  
On May 26, 2011, 4215 Columbine Street LLC filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention as of Right.  Although not specifically stated, it appears that 4215 Columbine Street LLC objects and opposes the Application based on the information provided for in the Notice of Intervention.
The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems the Application complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.
Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition of the interventions and determination of the merits of the Application. 
ORDER
The Commission Orders That:
The application (Application) filed by the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) on April 12, 2011, requesting authority to abolish the existing at-grade crossing of Columbine Street between East 43rd Avenue and East 40th Avenue by closure of the roadway at railroad milepost 637.50 on the Limon Subdivision, National Inventory Crossing ID No. 804624N, in the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado is deemed complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.
Docket No. 11A-338R is referred to an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for disposition of the interventions and determination of the merits of the Application.
