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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On April 29, 2011, Level 3 Communications, Inc. (Level 3) and Global Crossing Local Services, Inc. (GCLS), Global Crossing Telecommunications, Inc. (GCTI) and Global Crossing North America, Inc. (GCNAI) (collectively, Applicants) filed a joint application requesting a Commission Order authorizing a transfer of jurisdictional telecommunications providers pursuant to Rule 2109 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2, with a proposed effective date of on or about June 30, 2011.  The application contemplates that Global Crossing companies, including GCLS and its affiliated entities under parent company GCNAI will be merged into the Level 3 corporate organization. 
2. GCLS is a competitive local exchange carrier with Commission authority to provide emerging competitive services.  GCLS received its authorities in Decision Nos. C97-1174 and C98-461. 
3. GCTI is a registered toll reseller and also holds Commission authority to provide non-optional operator services, granted in Decision No. C98-399. 
4. GCNAI is the corporate parent of both GCLS and GCTI and holds no Commission issued telecommunications authorities.

5. Level 3 is the holding company and corporate parent of Level 3 Communications, LLC (L3C) and two other Commission regulated providers, WilTel Communications, LLC (WilTel) and Broadwing Communications LLC (Broadwing).
6.   L3C holds a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to provide local exchange services as well as a CPCN to provide emerging competitive services.  These authorities were granted in Decision No. C98-373.
7. WilTel is authorized to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services.  This authority was granted in Decision Nos. C98-1167 and C99-818.
8. Broadwing is authorized to provide emerging competitive services.  This authority was granted in Decision No. C03-0426.  Broadwing is also a registered toll reseller.
9. The application represents that the transaction will transfer ultimate ownership of Global Crossing Limited (the holding company) subsidiaries to Level 3.  Attachment 2 of the application contains the Pre and Post Transaction Organizational charts for the transfer. 
10. Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s website on April 29, 2011.  Interventions were due on or before May 31, 2011.  No interventions were filed.  

B. Discussion

11. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.
12. The application represents that there will be no changes to the rates, terms, and conditions of served customers and the transaction will be seamless.  There will be no assignment of any certificates, assets or customers, according to the application
13. We find the proposed transfer of GCNAI affiliates to Level 3 is not contrary to the public interest and therefore grant the application.   

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application for the transfer of Global Crossing Telecommunications, Inc. (GCTI) and Global Crossing Local Services, Inc. (GCLS) filed by Global Crossing North America Inc. (GCNAI) and Level 3 Communications, Inc. (Level 3, together Joint Applicants) is deemed complete and is granted.

2. Pursuant to Rule 2109(a)(V)(E) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, the Joint Applicants shall notify the Commission if the transfer is not consummated within 60 days of the proposed effective date stated in the application, or if the proposed transfer terms are changed prior to the consummation date.  This notice shall include the docket and decision numbers of this application. 

3. GCLS and GCTI shall continue to have the obligation to file an annual report with the Commission and to contribute to all applicable Colorado funds, including the Public Utilities Commission’s Fixed Utilities Fund, the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, and the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program for the period of time until the transfer is consummated.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
