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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement 

1. On April 12, 2011, Sky Taxi LLC (Applicant), filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers in call-and-demand taxi service between all points in Summit County, Colorado.  
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on April 25, 2011.
3. Rainbows Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi, and Fresh Tracks Transporation, LLC, filed interventions opposing the grant of this application.
4. On May 4, 2011, the Commission found that an immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation service exists and that no other carrier has been shown to be capable of providing the service and therefore granted Sky Taxi a temporary authority to operate.

5. An order granting the temporary authority and outlining compliance items to be filed was mailed on May 6, 2011, Decision No. C11-0495. In Commission Decision No. C11‑0495, the Applicant was given 30 days to comply or the temporary authority becomes void.  One of these requirements stated as follows: 
If Sky Taxi LLC does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority shall be void. For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

6. The Applicant was required to file a Tariff, pay the vehicle stamp fee, and cause proof of insurance (Form E) by Monday June 6, 2011. As of June 6, 2011, no tariff was filed by the Applicant. In addition, no request for an extension of time to comply was filed.  Therefore, the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C11-0495 became void.

7. On May 23, 2011, 453-Taxi timely filed an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. C11-0495.  However, because the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C11-0495 became void before we had an opportunity to consider the merits of the RRR, we deny the RRR as moot.

II.
ORDER
A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The temporary authority granted to Sky Taxi by Decision No. C11-0495 is void.

2. The application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration of Decision No. C11-0495 filed on May 23, 2011 by Rainbows Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi, is denied as moot.
