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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application to Extend the Suspension of Operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55702 filed on April 15, 2011, by Estes Park Express, Ltd., doing business as Estes Park Shuttle & Mountain Tours &/or Stanley Brothers Taxi Company &/or Rocky Mountain Shuttle Company &/or Greeley Airport Shuttle (Estes Park Express).

2. Estes Park Express filed an application on May 3, 2010, seeking authority to suspend operations under CPCN PUC No. 55702 for a period of one year.  The Commission noticed this application, as Docket No. 10A-285CP-Suspension, to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on May 10, 2010.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was uncontested.

3. On July 27, 2010, by Decision No. C10-0763, the Commission granted the suspension of operations under CPCN PUC No. 55702 from May 4, 2010 through May 3, 2011.

4. Estes Park Express filed an application on April 18, 2011, for approval to transfer CPCN PUC No. 55702 to Estes Park Taxi, Inc.  The Commission noticed the transfer application, as Docket No. 11A-356CP-Transfer, to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 25, 2011.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in that proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was uncontested.

5. The transfer of CPCN PUC No. 55702 from Estes Park Express to Estes Park Taxi was granted by the Commission at its weekly meeting of June 8, 2011.  See Decision No. C11‑0654.
6. Estes Park Express, in the application filed on April 15, 2011, requests a one-year extension of the suspension of CPCN PUC No. 55702 as granted by Decision No. C10-0763, or alternatively an extension of said suspension until the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 55702 is completed.

7. The Commission finds that Estes Park Express has shown good cause to extend the suspension of CPCN PUC No. 55702.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on June 8, 2011, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application filed by Estes Park Express, Ltd., doing business as Estes Park Shuttle & Mountain Tours &/or Stanley Brothers Taxi Company &/or Rocky Mountain Shuttle Company &/or Greeley Airport Shuttle (Estes Park Express), for authority to extend the suspension of operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55702 is granted.

3. The suspension of motor vehicle operations under CPCN PUC No. 55702 is authorized from May 4, 2011, until the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 55702 from Estes Park Express to Estes Park Taxi, Inc. is completed, or November 3, 2011, whichever occurs sooner.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
