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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 14, 2011, Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), filed an application for authority to publish 3rd Revised Page 2 and 2nd Revised Page 3 to Time Schedule No. 10, and 3rd Revised Page 1 and original Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 11 on less than 30 days’ notice.

2. Ramblin’ Express may provide scheduled service between points in the Denver, Colorado metro area, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966.

3. Ramblin’ Express, in the revised pages, proposes to:  (a) increase the frequency of the scheduled service from 14500 W. Colfax, Lakewood to casinos in Black Hawk and Central City from seven to nine one-way trips per day; (b) increase the frequency of the scheduled service from casinos in Black Hawk and Central City to 14500 W. Colfax, Lakewood from 7 to 11 one-way trips per day; (c) start one Monday through Friday round-trip between 5869 S. Alkire Street in Littleton and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City; (d) start one Monday through Friday round-trip between 18462 E. Hampton Avenue in Aurora and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City; and (e) start one Monday through Friday round-trip between 2070 East County Line Road in Highlands Ranch and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City.

4. Ramblin’ Express requests that the proposed increase in service, as named in the revised pages, become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

5. In support of the proposed reduction of service to and from Black Hawk and Central City, Mr. Todd Holland, the President of Ramblin’ Express states:

This application reflects proposed changes to departures schedules from the Colorado Mills location.  Note that on June 6, 2011,
 we were approved for a reduction in scheduled service routes from the Colorado Mills location.  Having operated with this recent reduction, and having collected pertinent information and feedback from our regular riders, we have decided it is in the best interest to the public to make further amendments to the schedules, in an ongoing effort to retain ridership and fare revenues.  The new time schedule from Colorado Mills covers the departure times that have been proven to be most popular with our (casino employee) riders.

Further, we have identified and proposed three new time schedules, representing increased service from other areas as allowed within our authority.  These schedules, from areas as allowed in Aurora, Douglas County, and Littleton, are proposed to run only five days a week, Monday through Friday, catering more to regular “full fare” passengers as opposed to casino employees who ride at greatly reduced fares.  While some casino employees will be served by these new schedules, we expect the majority of passengers to be those who pay full fares, which we predict will be more financially sustainable.  These three new schedules will only be operated 1 time per day, thus at greatly reduced operating expenses as compared to a schedule (like has been operated historically from our Colorado Mills location) with multiple turns and departure times daily.

6. Rule 6207(j) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff on less than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

7. The Commission finds that Ramblin’ Express has shown good cause to increase the frequency of the scheduled service between points in the Denver metro area, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, on the other hand.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), to allow it to publish its 3rd Revised Page 2 and 2nd Revised Page 3 to Time Schedule No. 10, and 3rd Revised Page 1 and original Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 11 on less than 30 days’ notice is granted.

2. Ramblin’ Express is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission, an advice letter and 3rd Revised Page 2 and 2nd Revised Page 3 to Time Schedule No. 10, and 3rd Revised Page 1 and original Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 11 on less than 30 days’ notice attached as Appendix A and made part of this Order. The advice letter and time schedule pages shall be filed as a new Advice Letter proceeding and in compliance with Rule 1210(c) (Advice letters), Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, and Rule 6207 (Tariffs), 4 CCR 723-6.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
