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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions
1. By Decision No. C11-0524, dated May 13, 2011, the Commission established additional comment and reply comment dates in this rulemaking matter, which rulemaking matter is being conducted to consider changes to the rules pertaining to the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism (HCSM).  These rules are part of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.  These dates were June 10, 2011 and July 1, 2011.
2. On May 23, 2011, the Colorado Telecommunications Association (CTA) served a very broad Colorado Open Records Act (CORA) request on the Commission seeking records relating to the Commission’s adoption, by Decision No. C11-0232, of changes to the existing HCSM rules.  The Commission is still in the process of responding to CTA’s CORA request.
3. On June 8, 2011, CTA filed a Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule (Motion).  The Motion is supported by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc. dba Viaero, Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC, Qwest Communications Company LLC, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., and Commnet, Inc.  Collectively, these entities seek revised comment dates so that their comments to be filed in this rulemaking matter proceeding can be informed by the Commission’s response to CTA’s CORA request.  CTA goes on to ask that any material the PUC provides in response to the CORA request be entered into the record by the Commission in this Docket No. 10R-191T.  CTA proposes new comment deadlines of July 8, 2011 and July 29, 2011.
4. Good cause exists to waive response time to the Motion.
5. Good cause also exists to reset the comment deadlines.  However, the Commission reserves judgment until after the CORA response has been finalized as to the request that the Commission, on its own motion, enter the CORA responsive documents into the record of this rulemaking proceeding.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule filed by the Colorado Telecommunications Association is waived.

2. The June 8, 2011 Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule filed by the Colorado Telecommunications Association is granted as to new comment deadlines.

3. The revised deadline for filing additional comments on the phase down issue, the VoIP carrier contributions issue, the identical support rule, and the extraordinary circumstance requirement is July 8, 2011.

4. The revised deadline for filing reply comments on the phase down issue is July 29, 2011.

5. At this time, the Commission is not ruling on the request that the Commission, on its own motion, enter the documents responsive to the Colorado Telecommunications Association’s Colorado Open Records Act request into the record of this rulemaking proceeding.
