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I. By the Commission

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion filed by Ms. Karen Srebacic, doing business as Mountainside Concierge, on June 21, 2011.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe this motion as Exceptions to Decision No. R11-0651 and grant the Exceptions.

2. Karen Marie Srebacic, doing business as Mountainside Concierge, may, pursuant to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55803, provide the following 

Transportation of 
passengers and their baggage, in charter service,

I.
between all points in the County of San Juan, State of Colorado,

II.
from all points in the County of San Juan, State of Colorado, on the one hand, to the Durango Mountain Resort, #1 Skier Place, Durango, Colorado 81301 on the other hand; 
III.
from all points in the County of San Juan, State of Colorado, on the one hand, to the Sheraton at Tamarron, 40292 U.S. Highway 550, Durango, Colorado 81301 on the other hand; and

IV.
between all points in the County of San Juan, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in La Plata County, Colorado on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS: This Certificate is restricted as follows:

(a)
Restricted to the use of motor vehicles with a seating capacity of not more than 6 passengers, including the driver;
(b)
Items I, II, and III are restricted to providing seasonal service from October 1 through April 30;

(c)
Items II, III, and IV are restricted to providing transportation of passengers in round trip service;

(d)
Item IV is restricted:

a.
Against providing service to or from the Durango Mountain Resort, #1 Skier Place, Durango, Colorado 81301; and

b.
Against providing service to or from the Sheraton at Tamarron, 40292 U.S. Highway 550, Durango, Colorado 81301.

3. On May 13, 2011, the Commission received a Form K cancellation notice from Mountainside Concierge’s insurance provider, Columbia Insurance Company.  The insurance cancellation became effective on June 12, 2011.  The Commission issued Mountainside Concierge an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint and Notice of Hearing for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission on May 19, 2011.
4. Following a hearing held on June 13, 2011, an Administrative Law Judge by Decision No. R11-0651, found that Mountainside Concierge CPCN PUC No. 55803 should be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  Recommended Decision No. R11-0651 was mailed on June 16, 2011 
5. In the motion filed on June 21, 2011, Ms. Srebacic notes that she is in the process of transferring her sole proprietorship (Mountainside Concierge) to a limited liability corporation (Mountainside Concierge LLC).  In the process of doing so, Ms. Srebacic filed the appropriate transfer application (Docket No. 11A-433CP-Transfer, filed on May 24, 2011) however; the insurance coverage for the sole proprietorship ceased before the transfer could be completed. Ms. Srebacic was unaware that the proper insurance coverage for the sole proprietorship was not filed correctly with the Commission. 

6. Ms. Srebacic is requesting to have CPCN PUC No. 55803 reinstated so she can subsequently suspend her authority under Mountainside Concierge and complete the transfer of the business to the new entity, Mountainside Concierge LLC.  
7. The Commission will construe the letter filed on June 21, 2011, as Exceptions to Decision No. R11-0651 and will grant the Exceptions.  We also find that good cause exists to grant the Exceptions and reinstate CPCN PUC No. 55803.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed by Ms. Karen Srebacic, doing business as Mountainside Concierge, on June 21, 2011, is construed as Exceptions to Decision No. R11-0651.

2. The Exceptions filed to Decision No. R11-0651 is granted and Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55803 is reinstated.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
