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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed by the Weld County Board of County Commissioners (Weld County) on July 6, 2011 requesting an extension of time to August 19, 2011 to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement.  

2. As grounds, Weld County states that a final draft of the Construction and Maintenance Agreement is prepared but has to go through the formal approval process with Weld County and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR).  These processes should take four to six weeks.  Weld County believes the fully executed agreement can be submitted by August 19, 2011 and requests an extension of time to this date.

3. No mention is made in the Motion as to whether UPRR concurs with the Motion.

4. We will waive response time to the Motion on our own motion.  Given that Weld County and UPRR are the only parties to this docket and Weld County’s description of the process that Weld County and UPRR have to go through for the final approval, we will surmise that UPRR will not object to the extension of time. 

5. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion pursuant to the discussion above.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed by the Weld County Board of County Commissioners on July 6, 2011 requesting an extension of time to August 19, 2011 to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement is granted.

2. The Commission waives response time to the Motion on its own motion.
