I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion Requesting Permission to Appear via Pro Hac Vice Admission filed by Jesús G. Román, counsel for MCImetro Access Transmission Services LLC, doing business as Verizon Access Transmission Services (MCImetro) and a Motion Requesting Permission to Appear via Pro Hac Vice Admission filed by Richard B. Severy, also counsel for MCImetro.  These motions were filed on March 23, 2011.  Messers. Román and Severy seek leave to represent MCImetro in this proceeding.

2. Rule 1201(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, governs admissions to appear before the Commission for attorneys not licensed to practice in Colorado.  This rule in turn refers to Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure (C.R.C.P.) 221.1.  C.R.C.P. 221.1 specifically addresses appearances by out of state attorneys before Colorado administrative agencies.  It provides that all requirements contained within C.R.C.P. 221(1) must be followed, except those requiring designation of a Colorado associate attorney. 

3. The verified motions contain the statements and information required by C.R.C.P. 221.1.

4. On March 28, 2011, the Commission received notification from the Colorado Supreme Court that the motions and required fees have been received.

5. The motions to appear pro hac vice are unopposed.

6. The verified motions state good cause, establish that Mr. Román is an attorney in good standing in the State of California and in Puerto Rico, establish that Mr. Severy is an attorney in good standing in the State of California, and demonstrates that Messrs. Román and Severy meet the requirements of Rule 1201, 4 CCR 723-1.

7. We therefore grant the motions.  Messrs. Román and Severy will be admitted to practice before the Commission pro hac vice in this proceeding.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Jesús G. Román is granted pro hac vice admission to appear on behalf of MCImetro Access Transmission Services LLC, doing business as Verizon Access Transmission Services in this proceeding.

2. Richard B. Severy is granted pro hac vice admission to appear on behalf of MCImetro Access Transmission Services LLC, doing business as Verizon Access Transmission Services in this proceeding.
