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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. In this ongoing rulemaking proceeding to consider changes to the rules pertaining to the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism (HCSM), the Commission has reviewed the factual information that was made available to it by its Staff.
2. The Commission performed this task to determine whether all of the information falling within the scope of §§ 24-4-103(4)(a), 24-4-103(4)(a.5), and 24-4-103(8)(b)(III), C.R.S., has been made available to the participants in this rulemaking proceeding.
3. The Commission has determined certain documents that were made available to it by its Staff have not been made available to the interested participants.
4. The Commission therefore supplements the record with the following:
· Tables that summarize the impact to the HCSM fund of the phase down proposal (Exhibit A), summarize a percentage reduction to the fund (Exhibit B), summarize the impact of the “Viaero” proposal to the fund (Exhibit C), and summarize the impact to the fund if there were no funding for business lines and if funding were only provided to primary lines (Exhibit D).  This data was not fully vetted, and the tables were preliminary estimates of impacts to the fund.

· A November 5, 2010 FCC Decision (Exhibit E).

· Commission Decision No. C10-0326 (Exhibit F).

· A summary “What-If” spreadsheet demonstrating the impact to each telephone company of the Phase Down proposal, residential lines only, primary residential lines only, and benchmarks (Exhibit G).  This summary is a fully vetted analysis demonstrating the impact to the fund of various scenarios.

5. To the extent a document contains underlying confidential information, the Commission is exercising its right to provide only the summary information without access to any of the underlying confidential data.

6. In addition, the Commission was provided information stating that N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless (Viaero) would have received in excess of $10,000 per handset from the HCSM had the identical support been eliminated.  The Commission was also provided a more specific number, which number is highly confidential.  This information has its genesis in Docket No. 07A-153T.
7. The Commission has modified one document (Exhibit G) to remove confidential information.  Information provided by Viaero to assist Commission Staff in calculating impacts to the fund in Exhibit G has been redacted to protect the confidential nature of the data.
8. While the factual information set forth in Exhibits A through G was made available to the Commissioners, it was not necessarily relied on in arriving at the rules appended to Decision No. C11-0232 issued March 3, 2011.  Regardless, we believe that the record should be supplemented with this information.
9. The parties, to the extent the attached information is relevant, should address the content of this information in their additional and reply comments due to be filed no later than July 29, 2011 and August 19, 2011 respectively.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The record in this matter is supplemented with the factual information set forth on Exhibits A through G to this Order.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
