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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, and Reconsideration (Application) filed on behalf of MEYLO, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle and/or Blue Sky Shuttle (Big Sky), on June 20, 2011.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe this letter as a Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-0396 and reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55725.

B. Findings

2. Big Sky may, pursuant to CPCN PUC No. 55725, provide scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in the southeast Denver metro area, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

3. On February 11, 2011, the Commission received a Form K cancellation notice from Big Sky’s insurance company, Zurich American Insurance Provider.  The insurance cancellation became effective on April 11, 2011.  The Commission issued Big Sky an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint and Notice of Hearing for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission on March 25, 2011.

4. Following a hearing held on April 11, 2011, an Administrative Law Judge by Decision No. R11-0396, found that Big Sky’s CPCN PUC No. 55725 should be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  Recommended Decision No. R11-0396 was mailed on April 12, 2011 and became a decision of the Commission on May 2, 2011.

5. In the Application filed on June 20, 2011, Big Sky states:
Big Sky has had the required insurance in effect at all times pertinent herein.  Big Sky’s insruance company [failed] to timely file the proper Form E through no fault of Big Sky and despite repeated requests from Big Sky that it do so. . . .  

Since Big Sky had insurance in effect at all times pertinent herein, Big Sky requests that the Commission grant the application for R, R and R and allow the Form E to be filed covering the period of time in question.
6. A letter from Ms. Karen Bruno, a Commercial Filings Specialist for Progressive Insurance, was submitted with the Application.  In this letter, Ms. Bruno states

Please be advised that [Big Sky] does not have a lapse in coverage of insurance.  The CO Form E was not originally issued and when a transmission was attempted to be done on the PUC website, the website would not allow a Form E to be filed electronically.  [Big Sky] does have active insurance coverage effective 4/12/11 with no lapse.

7. A Certificate of Liability Insurance from Progressive Insurance was also submitted with the Application.  The Certificate of Liability Insurance shows that liability insurance was issued to Big Sky on April 12, 2011.
C. Conclusions

8. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he Commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”

9. We construe the Application filed by Big Sky on June 20, 2011 as a Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-0396 under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S.

10. The Commission finds Big Sky has shown good cause to amend Decision No. R11-0396 and reinstate CPCN PUC No. 55725.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Rehearing, Reargument, and Reconsideration filed on behalf of MEYLO, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle and/or Blue Sky Shuttle (Big Sky) on June 20, 2011, is construed as a Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-0396 and to reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55725 and is granted.

2. Decision No. R11-0396 is amended such that CPCN PUC No. 55725 is not revoked.
3. Big Sky shall have the appropriate proof of insurance filed with the Commission within fourteen days of the effective date of this Order.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
