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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Second Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Filing Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0659 (Unopposed Motion) filed by RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs), on July 14, 2011.  Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs requests an extension of time until September 1, 2011, to file exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0659.

2. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab &/or Boulder SuperShuttle &/or Boulder Express Shuttle &/or Boulder Airporter &/or Boulder Airport Shuttle &/or Peak Taxi (Denver Yellow Cab), filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service between all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on July 6, 2009.

4. Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs was the only intervenor in this proceeding.

5. Recommended Decision No. R11-0659 was issued on June 16, 2011.  Therefore, exceptions were due by July 6, 2011.

6. On June 23, 2011, Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs filed an Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Filing Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0659.  The Commission granted the extension of time to file exceptions to August 1, 2011, by Decision No. C11-0720 on July 5, 2011.

7. In support of the second request for an extension of time, Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs states its counsel is currently involved in ongoing litigation in Utah and North Dakota and does not currently have sufficient time to draft the Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11‑0659.

8. Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs also states it has conferred with the president of Denver Yellow Cab regarding the request for an extension of time.  Denver Yellow Cab does not object to the requested extension to September 1, 2011.

9. Being fully advised in the matter, we find that this request for an extension of time is reasonable, waive the response time thereto, and grant the Unopposed Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Filing Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0659 filed by RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs, on July 14, 2011, is granted.

2. The exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0659 are due on or before September 1, 2011.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
