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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed on behalf of Odd Lyngholm, doing business as American Wilderness Tours (American Wilderness Tours), on July 18, 2011.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe this letter as a Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-0586 and grant the Motion.

B. Findings

2. American Wilderness Tours may, pursuant to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55677S, provide the

Transportation of 
passengers:  
(I)
in call-and-demand limousine, charter, and sightseeing service,between 875 Moraine Avenue, Estes Park, Colorado, on the one hand, and Panorama Peak and points within three (3) miles of Panorama Peak, Roosevelt National Forest, Colorado, on the other hand; and  
(II)
in scheduled service, from 875 Moraine Avenue, Estes Park, Colorado over U.S. Highway 36 (also known as Park Hill Road) to its intersection with Pole Hill Road; then over Pole Hill Road to its junction with Road No. 247; then over Road No. 247 to the Panorama Peak service area in Roosevelt National Forest, Colorado, and return.  
RESTRICTION:

Restricted to providing service between May 15 and October 15 only.

3. Pursuant to § 40-10-110, C.R.S., and the rules and regulations of the Commission, every motor vehicle carrier of passengers (common carrier) must keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.

4. American Wilderness Tours may only provide common carrier passenger service from May 15 through October 15 of each year.  Therefore, American Wilderness Tours is only required to have the appropriate liability insurance on file with the Commission from May 15 through October 15 of each year.

5. American Wilderness Tours did not file the required liability insurance by May 15, 2011.  The Commission issued American Wilderness Tours an Order of Summary Suspension and Complaint and Notice of Hearing for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission on May 10, 2011.
6. Following a hearing held on May 23, 2011, an Administrative Law Judge issued Decision No. R11-0586, which found that American Wilderness Tours’ CPCN PUC No. 55677S should be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  Recommended Decision No. R11-0586 was mailed on May 31, 2011, and became a decision of the Commission on June 20, 2011.
7. In the letter filed on July 18, 2011, Karun and Lill Lyngholm
 state:
This certificate was sold to Neil O’Maley, due to a miscommunication and the passing of our father, the transfer of paperwork was not filed in a timely manner.  In the public[‘]s interest we would like to request that the commission amend its decision to revoke the authority of certificate 55677S.  We would also like to request that a temporary suspension of the authority be granted so that we can complete the sale of this certificate and allow the new owner, Neil O’Maley, to file the necessary transfer paperwork with the commission.

C. Conclusions

8. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he Commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”

9. The Commission will construe the letter filed by American Wilderness Tours on July 18, 2011 as a Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-0586 under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., and finds that good cause exists to grant the Motion and reinstate CPCN PUC No. 55677S.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed on behalf of Odd Lyngholm, doing business as American Wilderness Tours (American Wilderness Tours), on July 18, 2011, is construed as a Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-0586.

2. The Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-0586 filed by American Wilderness Tours is granted and Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55677S is reinstated.
