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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On June 17, 2011, Broadview Networks, Inc. (Broadview) filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) and a Letter of Registration (LOR) to provide local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The filing also included a request for a shortened Commission notice period.   

2. On June 20, 2011, Broadview filed a letter requesting a withdrawal of the CPCN and LOR authorities.  The letter stated that the company did not include information related to the request for the shortened ten-day Commission notice period.   We will construe the June 20, 2011 letter as a motion to withdraw the application.

3. We find good cause to grant the motion to withdraw the application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The letter, construed as a motion, filed by Broadview Networks, Inc. on June 20, 2011 to withdraw its application is granted. 

2. This docket is closed.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
