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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion Requesting Extension of Time to Make Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (Motion) filed by The Denver Drive, LLC (Denver Drive) on July 29, 2011.

2. In accordance with § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., parties are permitted to file an application for rehearing, reargument or reconsideration (RRR) within 20 days of a final Commission decision.  The time period for RRR applications may be extended if a request is made within the initial 20-day period, at the Commission’s discretion.  Id.
3. The Commission issued Decision No. C11-0747 (Order Granting Exceptions) on July 11, 2011.  The 20-day deadline to file RRR applications would therefore typically expire on August 1, 2011.

4. In its Motion, Denver Drive requests a 20-day extension of time.  In support of its Motion, Denver Drive states it has recently retained counsel and is in the process of collecting information related to Decision No. C11-0747.  Denver Drive states it has conferred with Intervenors in this matter regarding the Motion.  Intervenors do not oppose a 10-day extension, but do oppose the requested 20-day extension.

5. The Commission finds good cause exists to grant the Motion, in part, and will provide an extra ten days within which Denver Drive may file an RRR application.  RRR applications filed in this Docket on or before August 11, 2011, will be considered timely filed.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Commission waives response time to the Motion Requesting Extension of Time to Make Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (Motion) filed by The Denver Drive, LLC on July 29, 2011.
2. The Motion is granted in part, consistent with the discussion above.
