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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) filed by the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) on July 6, 2011, requesting authority to demolish an existing bridge structure and construct two new bridge structures of the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) tracks over the to be widened State Highway 7 (Arapahoe Road) west of 75th Street, National Inventory No. 244809X, in the County of Boulder, State of Colorado.  

2. Notice of the Application was provided by the Commission to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on July 6, 2011.

3. On July 12, 2011, BNSF filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  BNSF does not oppose or contest the Application.

4. On August 5, 2011, Bruce and Katherine Tenenbaum, appearing pro se, filed a Statement in Opposition to Application.  The Tenenbaums request that the Application be denied.

5. On August 8, 2011, the Regional Transportation District (RTD) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention as of Right.  RTD does not contest or oppose the Application.  RTD’s intervention is late.  

6. CDOT waives the time limits set forth in §§ 40-6-109.5(1) and (2), C.R.S., for this Application.

7. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems the Application complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

8. Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition of the interventions and determination of the merits of the Application. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application (Application) filed by the Colorado Department of Transportation on July 6, 2011, requesting authority to demolish an existing bridge structure and construct two new bridge structures of the BNSF Railway Company tracks over the to be widened State Highway 7 (Arapahoe Road) west of 75th Street, National Inventory No. 244809X, in the County of Boulder, State of Colorado, is deemed complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. Docket No. 11A-584R is referred to an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for disposition of the interventions and determination of the merits of the Application.
