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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings

1. On June 20, 2011, Colorado Shuttle Company, LLC filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  

2. The application was noticed to the public on July 5, 2011.  The notice read as follows: 

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers (I) in scheduled service between the Colorado Springs Municipal Airport, Colorado Springs, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand, with service to the intermediate points of (a) the Doubletree Hotel 1775 Cheyenne Boulevard, Colorado, Springs, Colorado; (b) the Antlers Hotel, 4 South Cascade Avenue, Colorado Springs, Colorado; (c) the Doubletree Hotel 8110 North Academy Boulevard, Colorado Springs, Colorado; (d) the Monument Park and Ride, Monument, Colorado; and (e) the Castle Rock Park and Ride, Castle Rock, Colorado; and (II) in call-and-demand limousine service between the Colorado Springs Municipal Airport, Colorado Springs, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.  

Notice of Applications Filed at 2.
3. On July 11, 2011, Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC and Shuttle Service of Southern Colorado, Inc. jointly filed a Petition for Intervention in order to oppose the application.
4. On July 18, 2011, AEX, Inc., doing business as Alpine Express filed an Intervention in opposition to the application.

5. On July 25, 2011, the applicant filed an amendment to the proposed authority, whereby it changed two of the intermediate points in the proposed scheduled service and restricted the proposed call-and-demand service to calls originating from El Paso County and Teller County, State of Colorado.  

6. On July 29, 2011, AEX, Inc. moved to withdraw its intervention on the condition that the amended proposed authority was accepted.

7. On August 2, 2011, RDSM Transportation, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs filed an Intervention in opposition to the application.

8. On August 5, 2011, the applicant submitted a letter stating that it no longer wished to pursue a CPCN and requested that its application be withdrawn from consideration.
B. Conclusions

9. In accordance with 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1309, Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission finds that good cause exists for the withdrawal and that the other parties in this matter will not be prejudiced.
II. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  

1. The motion of Colorado Shuttle Company, LLC to withdraw its application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier in Docket No. 11A-524CP is granted.
2. This Docket is closed.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Mailed Date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
