I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On August 10, 2011, Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), filed an application for authority to publish 4th Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 10 on less than 30 days’ notice.

2. Ramblin’ Express may provide scheduled service between Colorado Mills, 14500 West Colfax, Lakewood Colorado, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966.

3. Ramblin’ Express, in this revised page, proposes to cancel the existing scheduled service between 14500 West Colfax, Lakewood, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, on the one hand.
4. Ramblin’ Express requests that the proposed cancellation of service, as named in the revised page, become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

5. In support of the proposed cancellation of service between 14500 West Colfax, Lakewood and Black Hawk and Central City, Mr. Todd Holland, the President of Ramblin’ Express states:

The current schedule from Colorado Mills, offering multiple daily departures to Black Hawk/Central City, as operated since December 27, 2010, as well as our other less frequent schedules from other areas as allowed through the Denver Metro area, continues to be operated with financial losses that can no longer be sustained.  Despite recent attempts at reduced schedules, and increased casino employee fares, we have not been able to generate the passenger/sales volume to sustain this service.  A confidential departmental financial statement for June 2011 (month and YTD) is attached.

With corporate financial challenges, we need to make these changes as soon as possible, on less-than-statutory notice.  While this may present temporary hardship and frustration for some of the casino employees and gaming patrons that regularly use our service, there are other scheduled service transportation options for them available through competing carriers in the area.
6. Rule 6207(j) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff on less than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

7. The Commission finds that Ramblin’ Express has shown good cause to cancel the scheduled service between 14500 West Colfax, Lakewood, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, on the one hand.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), to allow it to publish its  4th Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 10 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Ramblin’ Express is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission, an advice letter and 4th Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 10 attached as Appendix A and made part of this Order.  The advice letter and time schedule shall be filed in compliance with Rule 1210(c) (Advice letters), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, and Rule 6207 (Tariffs), 4 CCR 723-6.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
