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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Withdraw as Counsel of Record (Motion to Withdraw) filed by RDSM Transportation LLC (RSDM) on August 2, 2011; a Forthwith Motion Requesting Approval of Entry of Appearance (Motion Entering Appearance) filed by RDSM on August 9, 2011; a Preliminary Response to RDSM’s Forthwith Motion Requesting Approval of Entry of Appearance (Preliminary Response) filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC (Colorado Cab) on August 9, 2011; a Motion Requesting an Expedited Ruling on Shortening Time to Respond to Approval of Entry of Appearance by Duane H. Kamins (Motion Requesting Expedited Ruling) filed by RDSM on August 11, 2011; and a Joint Motion and Stipulation by Colorado Cab and RDSM Resolving Issues Raised by RDSM’s Forthwith Motion Requesting Approval of Entry of Appearance (Joint Motion and Stipulation) filed on August 22, 2011.
2. RDSM, an intervenor, has expressed its intent to file Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R11-0659 issued June 16, 2011.  The deadline to file those Exceptions has been extended twice.  See Decision Nos. C11-0720 issued July 5, 2011 and C11-0799 issued July 26, 2011.  Currently, Exceptions are due September 1, 2011.

3. At the hearing, RDSM was represented by Mr. Beckwith.  By the Motion to Withdraw, Mr. Beckwith now seeks to withdraw from this proceeding, due to scheduling and workload conflicts.  

4. Mr. Kamins now seeks to enter his appearance on behalf of RDSM.  See Motion Entering Appearance.  Mr. Kamins is an attorney licensed to practice law in Colorado.  He is also President of RDSM. 

5. As part of its Motion Entering Appearance, RDSM requested that Mr. Kamins be permitted access to highly confidential information in the record.  See Motion Entering Appearance, at ¶ 4.  Under Rule 1100 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Mr. Kamins would typically not have access to this type of confidential record material, due to his position as President of RDSM.

6. In its Preliminary Response, Colorado Cab indicated it would not oppose Mr. Kamins’ entry of appearance, but that it would oppose granting Mr. Kamins access to confidential information in the Docket.

7. In its Motion Requesting Expedited Ruling, RDSM requests a prompt ruling from the Commission on Motion to Enter Appearance, because the current deadline for Exceptions – September 1, 2011 – is fast approaching.

8. Subsequently, Colorado Cab and RDSM filed the Joint Motion and Stipulation, which is intended to resolve all pending issues between the parties.  The Joint Motion sets forth the agreements between the parties as follows:  (a) Mr. Kamins will enter his appearance as attorney of record for RDSM; (b) RDSM will withdraw its request for Mr. Kamins to be granted access to Colorado Cab’s confidential information, though it reserves the right to raise a similar request in the future; and (c) the deadline to timely file Exceptions will be further extended from September 1, 2011 to September 30, 2011.

9. The Commission finds good cause exists to grand the Joint Motion and Stipulation, thereby recognizing Mr. Kamins’ entry of appearance, and granting the extension of time within which to file Exceptions in this matter.  However, the Commission hereby advises both Colorado Cab and RDSM that no further extensions of time within which to file Exceptions will be granted.  By granting the Joint Motion, the Motion to Enter Appearance, the Preliminary Response, and the Motion to Shorten Response Time are rendered moot, and will be dismissed as such.  The Commission will further grant the pending Motion to Withdraw, in accordance with the terms of the Joint Motion and Stipulation.
II. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  

1. The Joint Motion and Stipulation by Colorado Cab Company, LLC (Colorado Cab) and RDSM Transportation LLC (RDSM) Resolving Issues Raised by RDSM’s Forthwith Motion Requesting Approval of Entry of Appearance (Joint Motion and Stipulation), filed on August 22, 2011, is granted, consistent with the discussion above.
2. The Motion to Withdraw as Counsel of Record filed by RDSM on August 2, 2011, is granted, consistent with the terms of the Joint Motion and Stipulation.
3. By granting the Joint Motion and Stipulation, the Forthwith Motion Requesting Approval of Entry of Appearance filed by RDSM on August 9, 2011; the Preliminary Response to RDSM’s Forthwith Motion Requesting Approval of Entry of Appearance filed by Colorado Cab on August 9, 2011; and the Motion Requesting an Expedited Ruling on Shortening Time to Respond to Approval of Entry of Appearance by Duane H. Kamins filed by RDSM on August 11, 2011, are rendered moot, and are therefore dismissed as such.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
