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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 6, 2011, Lion Transportation LLC (Abdallah Toutongi), filed an application to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9936 to Lion Transportation LLC (Mahjub Ahmed). 
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on July 18, 2011. No interventions were filed with the Commission.  

3. Previously, on April 12, 2011, Lion Transportation LLC (Daniel Gebregziabher) filed an application to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9936 to Lion Transportation, LLC (Abdallah Toutongi), which filing initiated the proceeding in Docket No. 11A-326BP-Transfer. 

4. The transfer requested in Docket No. 11A-326BP-Transfer was approved on June 3, 2011 by Commission Decision No. C11-0620, which contained the following provisions in ordering paragraph 6:



If Lion Transportation, LLC (Daniel Gebregziabher) and Lion Transportation, LLC (Abdallah Toutongi) do not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the approval to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9936 shall be void. For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days. 

The compliance requirements included a terminating annual report from Mr. Gebregziabher, an adoption notice and acceptance of transfer form from Mr. Toutongi, a $5 vehicle identification fee per vehicle, and proof of insurance or surety bond to be filed on behalf of Lion Transportation LLC (Abdallah Toutongi).   
B. Findings of Fact

5. No proof of insurance or surety bond, or request for extension of time to comply was filed in response to Decision No. C11-0620 on behalf of Lion Transportation LLC (Abdallah Toutongi).  The approval to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9936 granted in Commission Order No. C11-0620 became void.  Thus, Lion Transportation LLC (Daniel Gebregziabher) continues to own Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9936.

C. Conclusions

6. The fact that the approval to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9936 granted in Commission Order No. C11-0620 became void by its own plain language means that Mr. Toutongi does not have ownership or control over Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9936 and therefore cannot transfer it to Mr. Ahmed at this time. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on August 24, 2011, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9936 from Lion Transportation LLC (Abdallah Toutongi) to Lion Transportation LLC (Mahjub Ahmed) is denied without prejudice. 
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
