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I. By the Commission
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission in consideration of a docket in which the Commission can receive certain studies associated with Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) next Electric Resource Plan (ERP) filing.
2. Rule 3603 of the Commission’s ERP Rules, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3-3600, et seq., Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, requires jurisdictional utilities to file an application for approval of an electric resource plan on a quadrennial basis.  The next resource plan application is to be filed on October 31, 2011.
3. In Docket No. 10A-377E, the Commission required Public Service to file certain resource plan study information prior to the filing of its ERP.  Specifically, Decision 
No. C11-0710, Docket No. 10A-377E issued June 29, 2011, states: 
We expect Public Service to file a coal bottoming study and a renewable integration study before it makes its ERP filing in October. These two studies will be part of an overall review of the ERP process, which will provide the opportunity for stakeholders to provide comments which will be taken into consideration in any decision detailing what the Commission would like Public Service to include in its next ERP filing. 

4. We direct Public Service to file such studies in this Docket.  

5. We also solicit stakeholder comments on these studies.  Interested persons may file written comments in response to each of Public Service’s studies within 20 days of the filing of the study.
6. The Commission may consider these comments, or may initiate discussion regarding these studies on its own motion, to address related issues associated with Public Service’s upcoming ERP filing.  

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. A miscellaneous docket will be opened for the purpose of receiving certain studies associated with Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) Electric Resource Plan filing due October 31, 2011, consistent with the discussion above.
2. Public Service shall file in this Docket, a coal bottoming study and a renewable integration study pursuant to Decision No. C11-0710.  Interested persons may file written comments in response to each of Public Service’s studies within 20 days of the filing of the study.
