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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. By paragraph 47 of Decision No. C10-0490, issued May 12, 2010, the Commission ordered the filing of a status report describing the progress on negotiations “to develop a non-metered, energy only rate where the municipality owns, operates, and maintains the streetlight while allowing Public Service [Company of Colorado] to monitor the street lights to ensure it has accurate billing data and to guard against unauthorized energy use.”  The Commission required the status report to be filed within one year.

2. By Decision No. C11-0538, issued May 18, 2011, the Commission extended the status report filing deadline to on or before July 15, 2011.

3. On July 14, 2011, the City of Boulder (Boulder) filed its status report.  Boulder set forth its position that the issues to be resolved have been narrowed and that, with additional time, resolution of all outstanding issues is realistic.  Boulder proposed that an additional status report be due on or before October 15, 1011.

4. On July 15, 2011, the Cities of Arvada, Aurora, Centennial, Golden, Greenwood Village, Lakewood, Littleton, Louisville, Thornton, Westminster, Wheat Ridge, and the Towns of Breckenridge, Frisco, Superior, and the City and County of Broomfield (all collectively referred to as Local Governments); and Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed separate status reports.  In their status report, the Local Governments set forth their position on the merits of the street lighting tariff issue and their willingness to participate in future proceedings.  Public Service similarly set forth its position, noting that, while many of the Local Governments’ issues have been addressed, consensus had not been reached.  Public Service proposed allowing discussions to continue until the latter part of August, followed by an advice letter filing no later than September 1, 2011.

5. On August 11, 2011, Public Service, Boulder, and the Local Governments supplemented the July status reports and presented a joint recommendation.  Collectively, they proposed that the Commission take no action on the July status reports.  Instead, they propose to continue negotiations and then for Public Service to file an advice letter seeking to put in effect new tariffs applicable to customer-owned streetlights that reflect the results of these negotiations.  Public Service, Boulder, and the Local Governments stated that they hope that filing, to be made on or about September 15, 2011, will reflect an acceptable streetlight solution for all parties, but, to the extent that issues remain, parties can identify those issues in protests and have them addressed in a hearing once the Commission suspends the proposed tariffs and sets the matter for hearing.
6. Now being duly advised in the matter, we find good cause has been stated to accept the proposal set forth in the joint supplement to the July status reports.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. No action shall be taken on the issues identified in the status reports filed on July 14 and 15, 2011.

2. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file, on, or about, September 15, 2011, a new advice letter seeking to put in effect new tariffs addressing customer-owned streetlights that reflect the results of the negotiations discussed in the various status reports described in this Order.
3. To the extent the new advice letter to be filed on or about September 15, 2011 reflects a consensus position, the Commission would appreciate the filing of comments by the active municipalities confirming with whom a negotiated result has been reached.
4. To the extent the new advice letter to be filed on or about September 15, 2011 does not reflect a consensus position, the municipalites shall file protests advising the Commission of the areas of disagreement.
