The United States Department of State was notified last week that Xcel Energy submitted a rate change that will be applicable to our new facility we are constructing on the Denver Federal Center.  Xcel Energy did not provide the customer with the proposed rate or calculations for the proposed rates prior to submission and it is unclear how Xcel determined the submitted rate.  The Department of State has built our own substation, provided all wiring, switches and transformers within its bounds and have even paid for and installed the meters which Xcel utilizes for the account billing information.  The Department of State was under the assumption that the Service and Facility charge would be minimal as the Government has provisioned almost everything for this service.  The GSA is charged a rate of $870/month for their TG service and Xcel is proposing to charge DOS $3400/month.  This seems to make little sense without seeing how they determined this number.

Can the PUC ask Xcel for cost calculations and/or further clarification prior to approving this tariff change?
