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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed on August 2, 2011, by Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation (Fresh Tracks Transportation).

2. On April 12, 2011, High Country Express LLC, doing business as High Country Express (High Country Express) filed an application for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55805 to Fresh Tracks Transportation.

3. The application to transfer CPCN PUC No. 55805 from High Country Express to Fresh Tracks Transportation was granted by Decision No. C11-0615 on June 3, 2011.

4. CPCN PUC No. 55805 authorizes the transportation of passengers in 
call-and-demand limousine service between all points in Summit County, State of Colorado on the one hand, and Denver International Airport in Denver, Colorado, on the other hand.

5. Mr. Peter Griff and Ms. Jillian Hollen are the owners/managers of High Country Express.  Mr. Griff and Ms. Hollen are also the owners/managers of Fresh Tracks Transportation.

6. Separately, Fresh Tracks Transportation was issued CPCN PUC No. 55753.  See Decision No. R06-0002, Docket No. 05A-455CP, issued January 3, 2006.  CPCN PUC No. 55753 has been extended several times since it was initially issued to Fresh Tracks Transportation. Currently, Fresh Tracks Transportation may, under CPCN PUC No. 55753, provide scheduled, call-and-demand limousine, and charter service between points in Summit County, on the one hand, and points in the Counties of Chaffee, Denver, Eagle, Grand, and Jefferson, on the other hand.

7. In the letter filed on August 2, 2011, Mr. Griff and Ms. Hollen state:

Fresh Tracks Transportation was issued the additional PUC No. 55805 and the authority of High Country Express, which read, “Transportation of passengers in call-and-demand limousine service between all points in Summit County, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport in Denver, Colorado on the other hand”.  Fresh Tracks Transportation wishes to have PUC No. 55805 cancelled and the language written into our existing PUC Number and authority, which is PUC No. 55753.  Fresh Tracks Transportation realizes that we should have requested this to be in the application but unfortunately we did not.

8. The Commission will construe the letter filed on August 2, 2011, as a Motion to consolidate CPCN PUC No. 55805 into CPCN PUC No. 55753 and to cancel CPCN PUC No. 55805.

9. The section of CPCN PUC No. 55753 pertinent to the request of Fresh Tracks Transportation to consolidate CPCN PUC No. 55805 into CPCN PUC No. 55753 and to cancel CPCN PUC No. 55805 is Item No. (II) which authorizes the transportation of passengers in 
call-and-demand limousine service between all points in the County of Summit, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Denver, Jefferson, Chaffee, and Eagle, State of Colorado, on the other hand.  Item No. (II) of CPCN PUC No. 55753 is restricted against providing transportation service to or from Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado.

10. The Commission finds that Fresh Tracks Transportation has shown good cause to grant the Motion.  The effect of this grant will be to eliminate the restriction to Item No. (II) of CPCN PUC No. 55753 against service to or from Denver International Airport that is presently set forth in that certificate.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation (Fresh Tracks Transportation) on August 2, 2011, is construed as a Motion to consolidate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55805 into CPCN PUC No. 55753 and to cancel CPCN PUC No. 55805.

2. The Motion is granted.

3. CPCN PUC No. 55805 is cancelled.

4. Fresh Tracks Transportation shall pay the $5 issuance fee required by § 40‑10‑109(1), C.R.S., within 30 days of the effective of this Order.
5. The complete authority under CPCN PUC No. 55753 shall be as set forth in the Appendix attached to this Order.
6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
